While preparing for the Middle School Mock Trial Showcase, which takes
place in the spring at the Thomas J. Moyer Ohio Judicial Center in downtown
Columbus, mock trial students will learn and practice the roles of attorneys,
witnesses, bailiffs and/or timekeepers. Some will represent the prosecution,
while others will advocate on Warden Walker’s behalf.

And don’t be mistaken, mock trial is not just for students interested in
pursuing a career in the law. Rather, mock trial helps students develop the
invaluable skills of putting together coherent and persuasive arguments,
speaking in public and “thinking on their feet.” We are very proud of our
PJHS mock trial alumni, several of whom have gone on to participate in
mock trial, speech and debate and theatrical productions while at PHS.
Beyond high school, our alums have gone into a variety of studies, including
communications, computer science, economics, engineering, finance, math,
psychology, speech pathology and urban/regional planning.
