At the Florida Forensics League State Championship
in Orlando March 5-6, senior Jaiden Lagalo-Blinston
advanced to the semifinal round of Dramatic Interpretation,
and senior Samuel Johnson to the semifinal round of
Domestic Extemporaneous Speaking.

It was first time
Wellington was represented at the district Mock Trial competition.

But, wait! There’s more! Wellington had a phenomenal day at the Southeast Florida Civics & Debate
Initiative #2 tournament at Martin County High School in late February. Roughly 30 first- and second-year
Red Dawn Debate students competed in a dozen events, and the team left the Stuart school, with a large
number of accolades. In Congressional Debate, Alexandra Versailles took first in her chamber, Addison
Kurz second, both Page Segal and Emma Gardner fourth, and Patrick McDermott fifth. In Lincoln Douglas
Debate, Paula Currea finished first. In Declamation, Ana Guillaume placed first and Olivia Winton second.
Guillaume also took first in Original Oratory. Anneliese Leclef placed first in Dramatic Interpretation, while
Chiara Milazzi finished first in Informative Speaking. Simran Josan and Liam Stines took the top two spots
in Extemporaneous Speaking, and Colin Gibson placed first in Impromptu Speaking. In Oral Interpretation,
Hannah Pahl placed first, Madison Neltner second, Danielle Beaulieu fifth and Andreanna Wellington sixth.
Karola Ortiz Rodriguez finished second in Program Oral Interpretation, and the Public Forum Debate team
of Bailen Theriault and Hendrix Socha finished fourth.
